Caddies add significantly to the enjoyment of a round. Apart from the obvious benefit of them carrying your bag,
calculating the exact distance, replacing divots looking for your ball, raking bunkers and cleaning clubs, they make
negotiating, particularly links-style courses, much easier. They assist in club selection based on distances, but links
courses are often played in windy conditions where experience is absolutely essential. They are also able to help
you tackle the blind shots that can arise on a links course as well as reading the (at times) severely undulating or
large greens.

Caddie fees are £65.00/£70.00 plus Gratuity = £100.00 paid in GBP sterling on completion of the round of golf. You
may decide to pay your caddy more if you played your best golf on the day due to the caddie’s interaction only the
golfer can put a value to the caddy. In Scotland we also have Forecaddies; a forecaddie direct and advise all 4
golfers and cost £140.00 plus gratuity paid on completion of the round shared amongst the 4 golfers. A forecaddie
will provide historical information and stories, lines off tees, approach yardages into greens and read golfers putts

Before You Travel

A quality rain suit, pants, and jacket are a MUST! Zero Restriction and FootJoy are quality brands. If you do not own
such apparel, purchase wisely as you’ll be thankful you have it if you get a good lashing!

Rain gloves —a must when playing in the rain. They come in pairs and for good reason. A wet hand on a wet grip
will only resultin tears as your ball, and maybe your club too, undoubtedly end up in the fescue.

A good ski hat — yes, not what you typically think of for golf but because most courses are on the ocean, the water
temps are still only in the upper 50 to 60 degrees. Combine these factors with some wind blowing onshore and then
throw in some rain and it is a recipe for being miserable. A nice warm hat that can cover your ears could be your
best friend.

A proper golf umbrella — a must as normal summer weather means intermittent showers that come and go
throughout a 4-hour round. You can generally see what is coming so instead of changing in and out of rain gear, you
can use a good sturdy wind-resistant umbrella to shelter you until the shower passes.
